Departmental Proposals

Canine Unit Proposal


This proposal discussed the feasibility of adopting a police patrol canine program with canines that were cross trained in tracking, drug searches, article searches and handler protection.  The approximate start up costs of the program for five canines, their handlers and vehicles as proposed was $250,000.00 (this estimated cost did not include related training).  The proposal was accepted and implemented with the program ongoing to date.  

Signal Code Proposal


This proposal discussed the need for the organization to move to a more secure means of radio communication for police personnel and a method to better track the calls that were made to the police department.  This proposal ultimately resulted in each type of possible call which can be received having its own individualized code to be used during radio communications.  

Hurricane Mitigation Proposal


This proposal discussed the need for a plan; within the police department, that could be implemented at a moments notice, in the event of a hurricane of other natural disaster.  The proposal resulted in the organizations Hurricane Preparedness Plan.

Patrol Rifle Proposal


This proposal discussed the dangers of utilizing the shotgun (which had been traditionally called upon in times when a long gun was required) to any innocent bystanders that might be in the area.  This proposal resulted in the use of shotguns being discontinued with the organization adopting patrol rifles in their place.  

Recruitment Proposal


This proposal discussed the need for the organization to update and modernize the recruitment efforts to attract better qualified applicants into the organization.  This proposal included the layout of recruiting photos, informational bulletins, etc…. which is currently in use.

Prisoner Compartments in Patrol Vehicles


This proposal discussed the safety issues with prisoners in the patrol vehicles and recommended that commercially available fiberglass seats made to secure handcuffed prisoners along with shields to protect the officers be installed in the vehicles.  This proposal was adopted and the equipment is still being used.

Closing the City Jail Proposal


This proposal discussed the costs incurred (in both manpower and expense) by the city in the operation of the City Jail and recommended that the facility be closed and converted into a secure Evidence / Property Control Section.  This proposal was adopted and the facility is still in use as the organization’s Property Control Section.
